Mayor Richetelli and Speaker Amann joined with representatives of the Boys and Girls Club in the Lower Naugatuck Valley to discuss the opening of a club in Milford. Michael Healey, left, of the Valley club, said the national organization pinpointed Milford as a community that could use the services the club provides and contacted the Valley club about opening a satellite here. Over the summer, the Milford club opened at West Shore Community Center with about 125 members and ended the summer with about 300 children. In the Valley, the club supports about 600-700 children daily, so the club representatives felt the Milford club had room to grow. The national group and the state have committed funding to get a Milford club up and running and for expanding the club into its own building. Club representatives said they were not seeking funds from Milford Rotary at this point, but were seeking community leaders to lend their support to a Milford club.
