Craig Harrigan of Akeena Solar in Milford said the industry has seen a 200 percent growth in last few years mostly because of the recent increases in energy and electric costs. His company is based in California, but has an office in Milford that employs 25 people and will be looking for many more before next summer. Demand for solar, Harrigan said, is off the charts right now in Milford. The primary reason is because the city is situated on Long Island Sound, and so homeowners have a tremendous amount of roof space facing the south for solar panels. Harrigan said the state also offers some good rebates, currently about 60 percent, but that amount is expected to fall as the federal government increases the size of its rebate. Harrigan said solar panel makers have worked hard to make the panels more attractive to rooftops and he expects some significant technical improvements in solar collectors as the market responds to increased demand.
