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Anna Boxleitner from the Kennedy Center in Bridgeport was one of the professionals who was part of a GSE team to Mexico this past spring.  Anna said she was interested in how this part of Mexico takes care of children with special needs and was surprised at the professionals that could hardly pay their bills but worked so hard to take care of strangers. She said the caregivers were amazing with the work they did with young special needs children with very few resources or equipment. But the real issue in Mexico, Anna said, was that many of these special schools take care of the children only until they reach their teens. There is no provision for finding jobs for special needs adults or even providing job training or group homes. Anna said significant social change would be required to help special needs adults to get jobs in Mexico. But Anna said she was very grateful to Rotary for providing her the opportunity to visit Mexico.
