Dayan and Alison have started a business called GG2G, Green Goods to Give. The business takes old billboards or bicycle tires and transforms them into fashionable hand bags or other goods. Their business in New Haven obtains billboards from firms like Barrett Outdoors so that the material, which would normally be headed for dumps, can be recycled. In the U.S., there are some 170,000 billboards changed regularly. Each billboard weighs about 100 pounds, and the billboards are changed weekly. The two now plan to create a new material called fluxor, which can be used for more high end goods to attract the Barney’s or Bergdorf crowd.
