David Jacobs is a former police officer and police commissioner now working with Computer Cop software. The program helps parents monitor what their children may be seeing on the Internet. Jacobs said children can get around blocking software on most computers with four words. The software doesn’t block children from going to porn sites or viewing other objectionable material, but it will reveal if the children have gone to those sites by searching the images on the hard drive. Jacobs said he recommends parents tell their children that they will be monitoring their Internet use.
