Last week’s program:

Blake announced Dr. Ralph Stroup who is a neurology doctor from New Haven Yale School of Medicine and was recently involved in conducting training of health workers in Kenya about HIV/AIDS prevention where life expectancy is a mere 46 years due to the AIDs epidemic.  The per capita income in Kenya is $1,600 per year so the citizens have no electricity, no clean water and live in thatched huts.  Diet is mostly potatoes, carrots, cabbage, mutten and goat.  Hospital wards are mixed men and women and serious injuries require transporting patients to facilities for tests like a catscan which are available in almost every city in the US.  The reported HIV/AIDS level throughout the world is 34-40 million and 95% is from sub Sahara Africa.  There are 1.2 million infected Americans.  Kenya has 1.4 million orphans who lost both parents to AIDs.  Dr. Stroup was pitching two clinics that he has been close to while visiting Kenya and intends to continue mapping their progress as he works to raise money to further develop them.  They are the Chumvi health clinic and the Lokosero health clinic.  He needs $100k to keep these two facilities going for about 5 years until the government can step in.  Drug therapy can be offered to AIDs victims for $1 per day through innovative drug manufacturing.  Go to Icanda.org for more information.
