Last week’s program:

Cleve Cleveland of the Westport Club is working with Fairfield County micro-investing group to provide credit for small businesses in the Dominican Republic and El Salvador. Cleve says in the Dominican, the bank needs to raise $50,000 for working capital for entrepreneurs to make more than $100,000 in loans. Cleve said Rotary works closely with World Vision to organize these micro-lending banks. The idea is primarily to improve the life of children. The groups also look for sustainability, but not providing aid. The lifecycle of the loan starts with the receipt of loan. The recipient receives training on how to run a business, opens the business, receives continuing counseling and repays loan. Cleve says the bankers and the loan recipients establish a tight relationship and bankers will visit businessmen the day after a loan payment is missed. Many times, loans are done within a community group:  Because many of the people receiving loans are not credit worthy, members of the community are co-signers for each other. So the whole community is responsible for the payback of the loans.
