Jamie Stirling offered a rundown on the proposals for health insurance now making the rounds in Hartford and in Washington. Jamie said some of the plans shift the emphasis from paying for health care to paying for health, and could change the decision making around providing care. Much of this comes from the proposal for computerized records, which would allow the federal government to monitor health care. One proposal on the state level, called Sustinet, is a universal program that would cover every person in the state. Jamie said such a program’s aim is to keep people out of the hospital. Another program on the state level is the pooling bill, which allows a group or union to join the state’s current health plan.
