Lauren D’Allessandro from the ALS Association’s Connecticut Chapter, which is based in Milford, talked about how great it is to work with the people who are working with those with ALS, or Lou Gehrig’s disease. She was accompanied by Bill Hanley, an ALS patient who said he is still in very good condition for someone with ALS. He said ALS attacks the muscles in the body, making walking difficult, then swallowing, then talking and finally breathing, but your mind, he says, remains intact. Most people die about five years after their diagnosis, but Bill plans to beat that. He rides a trike, because he can no longer maintain his balance, but it helps him keep his independence. It’s a strange disease, Bill says, because if follows no common course. Two out of 100,000 people will be diagnosed every year with ALS or 5,500 people, and 5,500 people will die every year. Bill said there is no treatment and no cure and no known cause for the disease, but maintaining a positive attitude and physical activity and spirituality are key to longevity.
