Last Week’s program: 
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Angelo Rossetti had a friend who died of ALS at 42 years old. So Angelo and his twin brother, who works for Save the Children, decided to beat a world record in honor of their friend. They applied to the Guinness World Book to break a tennis rally record. They succeed in August last year, with a rally of 25,944 in 14 hours. This year, the twins will shoot for a record again on August 15th at Milford Indoor Tennis will be the 3rd Annual Rally 4 Charity. This year, however, it’s going to be a challenge. The Rossetti Brothers have secured $1 million for any team that could break their record on August 15th. Their world record was set last year at 25,944 strokes, 14 hours and 31 minutes. The Guinness Book of World Records officially recognizes the record on number of strokes and not duration of time, so the total number of continuous 25,945 strokes is what would set the world record and secure the one million dollars. 

 Five tennis clubs run by Tennis Clubs of Southern Connecticut will be the official venues for the try-outs to qualify for the final day on August 15. These clubs include Milford Indoor Tennis, Fairfield Indoor Tennis, Kings Highway Tennis, Shippan Racquet Club and Trumbull Racquet Club. Participants can qualify by rallying for one hour and tallying up the most amounts of consecutive strokes in that time without a miss. The cost is $100 for each one-hour attempt. One hundred percent of that money goes to the four charities; the same ones that were recognized last year: ALS Association, Save the Children, Tim & Tom Gullikson Fund of the Brain Cancer Research Center, and also Rally for the Cure for Breast Cancer.
