Last Week’s program: 
Dianne J. Auger is CEO of the Connecticut Regional Chapter of the American Red Cross, one of the 10 largest Red Cross Chapters in the U.S.  She joined the American Red Cross in March 1999.  Auger is responsible for the planning, management and delivery of Red Cross services to 3.2 million people across the state through a network of Red Cross offices, training sites and with the assistance of more than 4,000 trained volunteers.

The American Red Cross has recently undergone a major change in their infrastructure that has removed chapter boundaries and created 5 geographic areas with nineteen offices in Connecticut.  This change has allowed them to focus on their core mission, which includes disaster relief, support of the armed forces, the collection of blood and water safety.  There are 70,000 disasters in the United States every year, ranging from house fires to catastrophic weather events, such as tornadoes and hurricanes.  The change has allowed the Red Cross to reduce redundancy of services, build high-performance teams and share best practices.  In addition, they can now share funds and efficiencies that were not possible previously.
