Last Week’s program: 
Jody Robinson Culmone has been very active in the Milford Community for more than 20 years. She has served as President for the Milford Chamber in 1991, United Way in 1992, The Network of Executive Women, 12345 Kids Count, Milford Consortium for Child Care Initiatives, just to name a few. 

She has the distinction of becoming the first woman Rotarian admitted to this club’s membership in 1991. She has numerous awards from many organizations for her community involvement.

Jody is married, the mother of 4 successful sons, and 10 delightful grandchildren.

Jody was diagnosed with Parkinsons disease and is now joining efforts to combat the disease. She says it’s a movement disorder that can range from mild tremors to total incapacitation. People diagnosed with Parkinsons can have the muscles in the face freeze, something called the Parkinsons mask, to a loss of balance, to the inability to swallow. Jody says one of the ways to battle resting tremors is to keep moving, so her life is full of activity. But the disease also requires considerable treatment. Right now, Jody takes some 24 pills a day with side effects such as nausea, blurred vision, hallucinations and compulsive behavior. But Jody says researchers are attempting find a cure and are looking right now into trying to coax stem cells into producing dopamine.
