Ellin Yassky and Deirdre Silberstein combined have more than 50 years of experience helping people write, publish, and communicate.  Ellin is an independent editor and book packager specializing in illustrated books; she has more than 70 publications to her credit, many of them award-winning titles.  Deirdre is a business writer and publishing consultant, who works with companies and entrepreneurs on communicating to grow their businesses. Ellen said she works with businesses to select the right tools and approach for their communications. But businesses should be aware the expectations have changed, and that communications about their products is now in the public domain where they have less and less control over their message. Among the tools, blogs are becoming extremely important as are social networking sites. Deirdre stressed that many people in the room had a large amount of knowledge and expertise that they could share through online publishing. She suggested ways on organizing your information so that a book could be possible, and also strongly recommended any work be backed up.
