Last Week’s program: 
Ed Davies, Executive Director of Isaiah 61:1, Inc. and our assistant governor.
Ed Davies has enjoyed an extensive and varied career in Connecticut criminal justice, beginning in 1971 when he served as a Police Cadet and Special Officer with the Trumbull Police Department. He entered the field of corrections in 1973 as a contracted commissary manager at the “old” Whalley Avenue jail in New Haven.  Ed said while working there he found that many really interesting people were behind bars.

Graduating from the University of New Haven in 1976 with a Bachelors degree in Correctional Administration he entered state service as a Correction Officer at the Bridgeport Correctional Center. He later served as a Treatment Officer, Counselor, Parole Officer, Counselor Supervisor and Deputy Warden.

In 1992 Mr. Davies was promoted to Warden at the Webster Correctional Institution in Cheshire. He subsequently served as Warden at the Carl Robinson Correctional Institution in Enfield and as the only male Warden in the history of the Niantic Correctional Institution for Women. He pointed out that more students earn their GEDs in the correctional school system than in any other district in the state. Some inmates have been very successful later. One of his former inmates, Ray Masterson, is an author of a book on needlework. Mr. Davies said he recently saw Ray give a talk on needlework to a ladies group in Weston.
Retiring from state service in 1996, Mr. Davies managed alternative juvenile detention programs for Youth Continuum in New Haven before joining the Connecticut Zoological Society as its first Development Director.

In 2000 he was selected to become the Executive Director of Isaiah 61:1, Inc. in Bridgeport. There he oversees residential community justice programs for men and women being released from prison. About 70 percent of his staff are ex-offenders, including his business partner, who is also an ordained minister.

Mr. Davies resides in Milford with his wife Candace. He is a Past President of the Rotary Club of Bridgeport and currently serves as an Assistant Governor. He sits on the Boards of Directors for the Connecticut Association of Nonprofits and the Bridgeport School Volunteer Association. His daughter, Lindsay, teaches kindergarten at Wilbur Cross School in Bridgeport.
