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Last Week’s program: 
Sharon Giese of Nutmeg Curling Club of Bridgeport explained the 500-year-old sport that’s getting popular in the U.S. after the Olympics. Sharon said that curling is not just shuffleboard on ice. For one thing, the ice is not smooth but has a pebbling effect and the sheet of ice where players throw the stones is 150 feet long. The object of curling is to slide a stone, usually about 40 pounds in weight, closest to the center of the house (or the target). There are four players: the skip, the vice; the lead and the 2nd. Giese said that several things affect the stone’s path toward the house – the pebbling, the curl throwers may put on the stone and the change in the ice as the game proceeds. Giese said the brooms are used to add friction to the ice, which melts the surface and helps the stone to go farther. Sweeping can allow a stone to go 8 to 15 feet farther than without sweeping. Giese also said the U.S. is a little bit behind the curve on curling. In Canada, there are 1 million curlers out of the total population of 32 million. After hockey, it’s Canada’s most popular sport.
