Last Week’s program: Dr Gibson got his Ph.D. from the University of Connecticut  in 1986 and shortly thereafter began to put the pieces together of the program. His own out of control and violent son spurred him to develop a program for parents to deal with angry children. Once created, the remedy was picked up by the State of Connecticut and Dr Gibson has been in private practice using his model for the past 20 years. Gibson is the author of "Got An Angry Kid/”He also wrote: "PA.C.T.Training: Parenting Angry Children and Teens," which is spelled out in the book. Gibson told the club it is important that parents break the cycle of a bad relationship with their children. Among his rules: Parents can’t yell, can’t display anger; can’t allow yourself to be caught by surprise; can’t nag; don’t deal; don’t accuse the child and don’t use the word “you.” Dr. Gibson has some 26 areas that he has parents work on, and it helps a tremendous number of children, as long as the children don’t know the rules.
