Health Director Dr. Dennis McBride said he has had a lot of jobs, but really likes the local public health job the best because it’s where decisions can have an immediate impact. McBride said the health department immunized 2,500 people for H1N1 this fall. He also said the department is very busy with pollution control issues and is very proud of its school nurses, who have been on the front lines in monitoring H1N1 and other issues affecting students. Dr. McBride also talked about the health issues involved in the hookah lounge, which has a tobacco smoking device that uses a water pipe. The lounge’s health questions were not directly addressed in the city’s health code, but he believes the smoking process was unsanitary and could be associated with the transmission of TB and other diseases that could be transmitted through water droplets in the water pipe.
