Last Week’s program:
Scott Bates, who just returned to Connecticut after several weeks in the two war-torn nations, will discuss the conflicts’ implications for Connecticut and the region’s business community.

Bates is Vice President of the Washington-based Center for National Policy where he also is a Senior Fellow for National Security.  For many years, he has worked to build democracies in Kosovo, Afghanistan and Iraq.  He is a resident of Stonington where he serves as a Police Commissioner.

Bates said that things in Iraq are significantly improving, especially with the latest elections. However, Afghanistan is a real mess. Right now, some 600 National Guardsmen from Connecticut are working in Afghanistan. Bates said in Afghanistan, 85 percent of the population is illiterate, and because it’s been at war for so long, the Afghan men only know how to be members of militias.
