Last Week’s program:

Tom Margius recently went to Nicaragua with his daughter, Deanna, and group of dentists and volunteers to provide optometry services. Tom was in a small town near San Juan del Sur, where he helped treat people who needed glasses or treatment for glaucoma. Tom said the area was very different from here – there were about 26 volcanoes, and four of them are ready to blow up. Police carry machine guns and there are signs of Sandanistas everywhere. But literacy in Nicaragua is very low, and many of the people he treated had a difficult time reading the eye charts. There were about 24 doctors each with 3 assistants on the project. They had arranged previously to send 65 boxes of supplies, but only about 40 boxes actually made it through customs, and many of those had been opened and rifled through. Tom said anything with the New York Yankees insignia was stolen. Also, doctors had to be careful to open containers and take of safety wrappings when giving drugs to people so that they could not resell the medicine.
