Mary Ann Wasil Nilan was diagnosed with breast cancer and is now organizing a campaign to help young girls perform breast exams. Mary Ann said she and her friend Susan Patrick have five daughters in the school district and began asking what type of education the public schools offer for breast cancer. They found out there was no program to teach girls how to perform breast exams. So Mary Ann has developed the Daisy Wheel and started a pilot program in Milford last year. Mary Ann’s Get in Touch foundation is now planning to expand that program in Connecticut, then throughout New England and then nationally. But at a recent health convention, Mary Ann was so supported by school nurses and health teachers from across the country, that the program is already being done in 27 states and 11 countries. The program is nonprofit and there are a considerable number of corporations sponsoring the Daisy Wheel, which costs about $1. The program also organizes the Pretty in Pink lunch at Great River and on Oct. 3, the foundation plans the GIT your pink on to raise funds for the program.
