Last Week’s program:.
Morgan Graham of Big Brothers Big Sisters is a match specialist and case manager in southwestern Connecticut. The local organization is one of 400 in the U.S. Big Brothers Big Sisters was started in 1904. Big Brothers Big Sisters serves more than 250,000 girls and boys in the U.S. , but it needs more mentors to step up. Morgan says the mentors are not saints, but called to help out. Mentors are asked to commit to a minimum of one year for about 3.5 hours, twice a week and to keep contact with the little brother or sister between those meetings. Mentors do undergo a background check and there is a training program. Big and little brothers and sisters are matched according to a broad range of values and interests. Case managers are assigned to make sure everyone is happy and to resolve any conflicts that may arise. Morgan said studies have shown children who have a mentor are 42 percent less likely to take drugs; 27 percent less likely to abuse alcohol and much less likely to skip school. The children are between 6-14 for girls and 7-14 for boys, but children who apply in those ranges stay in the system until they are 18 years old. Big Brothers Big Sisters has a fundraising golf tournament on Aug. 30 at New Haven Country Club.
