Blake presented his organizational changes and goals for his presidential year: Bill Parry will lead the Oyster Festival fundraiser; Dave Hulme will lead the Haunted Forest; Larry Landsberg will work on a black-tie affair; Jay Kranyak will take over Blues, Brews and Barbecue; Terry Munk takes over Youth Exchange; Phil Caporusso will lead the High School Awards committee; Joe Barnes leads Milford Memories; Ross DeLeonardo will organize a Bluefish Game.
