Chris Surel is a lifetime resident of Milford and now works with the Connecticut Association of Foster and Adoptive Parents. The nonprofit company helps people who provide foster care to children in the New Haven area. The region is in need of more foster or adoptive parents. She said the process includes questionnaires about family finances, a background check, a home visit to check out safety and a training program. The children who are in the program need a little more than love because they are usually dealing with issues such as neglect or abuse. She warned that being a foster parent is not like adopting – you can’t for instance, take the child out of state on a trip or to get a haircut or their ears pierced. Her company also helps to advocate with the state for the foster and adoptive parents on any issues that may arise. Right now in the area there are 8 adoptive homes; 73 foster homes. About 8 foster homes are in Milford. .
