Blair Smart is a graduate from Central Connecticut and recently spent 12 weeks in the Philippines volunteering for a group there helping Visayans outside Tacloban City. Blair was significantly moved by what he saw of the living conditions of the children there. Many of the families in the area were farmers until the dump was created. The dump has ruined the land and polluted the water, damaging the family farms, so that many of the children now search the dumps for recyclables so they can buy fish and rice to eat. The children do not go to school because they need to search for recyclables in order to live. Blair hopes this year to raise funds to pay for schooling and food for 10 children so that they may be educated rather than spending their days at the dump.
